Eligibility:


The proposals can be submitted solely by an Industry/ Industries; or in collaboration with public partners like Universities, National Institutions etc.


The private industry should fulfill the following criteria:


The R&D unit should be registered in India and must fulfill the criteria of Small Business Unit (not more than 500 employees in R&D) as defined in the scheme.


At least 51 % of the Industry's shares should be held by Indian promoters, family and friends and the general public.


The Industry should have a well established in-house R&D unit recognized by Department of Scientific and Industrial Research (DSIR) or have patent rights (National or International) on preliminary work done related to the proposed activity. (The companies who are in the process of obtaining DSIR recognition or intend to do so may also apply. However final decisions on their applications will be subject to fulfillment of eligibility criteria).





Joint ventures and limited partnerships would be eligible for SBIRI support where the entity created meets the above requirements.

ONLINE METHOD: Applicants are encouraged to submit their proposals ONLINE (website: � HYPERLINK "http://sbiri.nic.in/forms/frmAppendixA.aspx" �http://sbiri.nic.in/forms/frmAppendixA.aspx�). If online submission is chosen, no hard copy is required and the applicants will be able to track the status of their proposal during the evaluation process.
